Professor Jeff Waage OBE, is the director of the London International Development Centre, and a Professor at SOAS,
as well as holding visiting positions at Imperial College, Royal Veterinary College and the London School of

Hygiene & Tropical Medicine. He is an agricultural biologist by training. At LIDC, his recent inter-Collegiate activities
have included the development of the new Leverhulme Centre for Integrative Research on Agriculture and Health,
and coordination of the LIDC-Lancet Commission on a cross-sectoral analysis of the Millennium Development Goals.

Professor Dame Henrietta Moore, is the Director of the Institute for Global Prosperity and Chair in Philosophy, Culture
and Design at UCL. A distinguished anthropologist and cultural theorist, she has focused her recent work on the notion
of global sustainable futures. By rethinking how knowledge is produced, challenging current economic models, and
identifying overlooked social and political dynamics, Professor Moore’s approach places notions of well-being,
institutional change, citizenship, and social justice at the focal point of her research.

Dr Sarah Bell, UCL-Civil, Environmental & Geomatic Engineering, is a senior lecturer and director of the UCL
Engineering Exchange, which aims to enhance local community engagement with engineering research. She
specialises in the sustainability of urban water systems, particularly social and policy factors and has worked with
a number of external partners including Waterwise, Arup, AECOM, Thames Water and WWF.

Professor Sir Andy Haines, London School of Hygience & Tropical Medicine, is Professor of Public Health and
Primary Care with a joint appointment in the Department of Social and Environmental Health Research and in
the Department of Population Health. He was previously, the director of LSHTM. His main research interests are
in epidemiology, health services and the potential health co-benefits of the low-carbon economy.

Karen Newman (PSN), Advocacy and Policy consultant, Population & Sustainability Network, focuses on policy and
governance issues with a special emphasis on sexual and reproductive health and rights. Since 2003. she has
carried out a range of consultancy work, and between 2003 and 2010, she was a member of the WHO Gender

& Rights advisory panel, which she co-chaired from 2007.

Stephen Twigg, MP (Labour), chairs the Commons’ International Development select committee , which is currently
conducting an inquiry into how the SDGs will, or should be, implemented by DFID and the wider UK government.
